DAY 1- LEWA DOWNS, LEWA SAFARI CAMP

On arrival at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport, you will be met by a Secluded safaris
representative and transferred to Wilson Airport for the Safari Link scheduled flight to Lewa. You
will be met on arrival and transferred Lewa Safari Camp with game viewing en-route.
Accommodation is booked for two nights on a full board basis inclusive of soft drinks, beer,
house wine and selected spirits.

Lewa Safari Camp has a stunning location within Lewa Wildlife Conservancy, with
outstanding game viewing from camp and views of Mt. Kenya to the south and the arid
lowlands to the north. The central areas have cool gardens with a sunny verandah and
swimming pool to enjoy during the day, and cozy log fires in the lounge and dining room
during the chilly evenings. The 62,000-acre wildlife conservancy is home to 10% of
Kenya's black rhino population, and the single largest population of Grevy's zebra in the
world.

DAY 3 - MERU, ELSA’S KOPJE

Today, you will be transferred by road in the Cheli & Peacock northern transfer vehicle to arrive
Elsa’s Kopje in time for lunch. Accommodation is booked for three nights on a full board basis
inclusive of soft drinks, beer, house wine and selected spirits.

Elsa’s Kopje is named after Elsa the lioness, made famous by George and Joy Adamson’s
biographical book and film “Born free”. Elsa’s Kopje remains one of the most elegant
lodges in Africa, with one of the most spectacular settings. Elsa’s Kopje blends into the
rocky crags of the “kopje” (small hill), built above the site of George Adamson’s original




campsite. Every cottage is the ultimate ‘room-with-a-view’, uniquely designed and
crafted, incorporating the natural features of the rocky hillside.

DAY 6 —-MATTHEW MOUTAINS, KITICH CAMP

Today, you will be transferred by road in the Cheli & Peacock northern transfer vehicle to arrive
Kitich Camp in time for lunch. Accommodation is booked for two nights on a full board basis
inclusive of soft drinks, beer, house wine and selected spirits.

The Mathews Mountain Range rise up out of the desert; a chain of peaks covered in
dense dewy forest. Within this lush indigenous forest, Kitich Camp is an idyllic hideaway
and an authentic ‘six tented bush camp’. The forest is home to elephant, leopard,
bushbuck, buftalo, as well as ancient cycads, spectacular butterflies, Turacos and wild
orchids. Taking advantage of the pristine wilderness, Kitich Camp avoids traditional
game drives, instead encouraging guests to explore these wild environs on foot.

DAY 8 —MASAI MARA GAME RESERVE, ELEPHANT PEPPER CAMP

This morning, you will be transferred to the airstrip for the scheduled flight to the Masai Mara.
On arrival at Mara North airstrip, you will be met and transferred to Elephant Pepper Camp with
game viewing en-route. Accommodation here is booked for four nights on a full board basis
inclusive of soft drinks, beer, house wine and selected spirits.

Elephant Pepper Camp is a small and exclusive safari camp, situated in the heart of the
Masai Mara’s protected Mara North Conservancy. The camp looks out across the Mara’s
vast open savannah plains. Qur spacious canvas tents are comfortably furnished,
featuring solar Ilighting, and en suite bathrooms with eco-friendly flush toilets and
traditional safari showers. Elephant Pepper Camp brings people back to nature — no
traffic, no permanent structures, just the sights and sounds of the African bush.




DAY 13 -NAIROBI, DEPART

After a last game drive in the Masai Mara, you will be transferred to the airstrip for your
scheduled flight back to Nairobi. Upon arrival a Cheli & Peacock representative will be met and
transferred to the international airport for your journey home.
